Guidance on Preparing a report
Reports thesis texts should be given in conference official language. The total length of your paper should be no longer than 2 A4 pages and this should include text, illustrations and tables. Theses can be sent by post or е-mail: icbmc@urdisc.com.ua
GUIDANCE TO THE THESES PREPARING 
The total length of your paper should be no longer than 2 A4 pages in Microsoft Word Editor. All fields should be 20 mm width. The interline space should be single. Theses should include the paper title (Times New Roman, bold, 14 pt, justify on width), author’s name, academic degree and rank, country, place of employment and position (Times New Roman, 12 pt, justifyon width).

Theses text should be Times New Roman, 12 pt, leveling on width. Equations should be typed in Word Microsoft Equation Editior. Drawings, images, photographs are given twice:in the text and as separate tif or .jpg files. Articles should satisfy the “About requirements increasing to the special editions, included in VAK list”requirements (3rd point of VAK of Ukraine decree from15.01.2003y № 7). The paper can be rejected by organizing committee in the case the text doesn’t fit the requirements. 
The in-depth information about articles preparing will be given in the conference-exhibition program 
GUIDANCE TO THE ARTICLES PREPARING 

A paper for the conference Proceedings is accepted on the condition the published material is new and not subjected to simultaneous publication in other editions. Article must include new results of theoretical and experimental investigations in the field of civil engineering along with development of calculation and design methods for constructions, buildings and structures; elaboration of rational types of the structures, experimental and theoretical researches of the elements and joints behavior; perfection of materials and their fabrication technology, as well as erection, repair and reconstruction of the buildings and structures; proposals about elaboration and improvements in regulatory base in these spheres of construction. 
The scientific papers must cover a description of the problem in general conception and its connection with important scientific programs or practical challenges; brief analysis of the latest researches and publications including ways and methods of the present problem solution with corresponding references presented by the author. In addition it is essential to distinguish of unresolved problems or questions highlighted in particular paper and to determine the goals of the paper (definition of the problem) with presentation of basic research material along with justification of the scientific findings obtained. The conclusions derived on the basis such investigations and the prospects for the further researches will be welcomed as well. 
The texts of the papers are to be submitted in Ukrainian, Russian or English language in the printed form (in two copies, one copy should be signed by all authors of the paper) and in electronic form on diskette sent by ordinary post or by E-mail. The volume of the paper, as a rule, should not exceed 10 pages of A4 size (210x297 mm), including figures, tables and references. The paper is to be accompanied by the short abstract given in Ukrainian, Russian and English language. Information about all co-authors should be attached with indication of full name of the author, scientific degree and rank, location and address of organization, position and telephone number for prompt communication. 

The paper should be submitted in Editor Microsoft Word with the use of type New Roman in 12 point size with single interline space. Classification identifications are located at the left top angle of the page. The authors names and the title of the paper are center-justified, with bold type. The next text should be justified on width.

For tables Times New Roman type of 10 or 9 point size is to be used. The table size should not exceed 12 cm by width.
Equations should be typed either in Word Microsoft Equation Editor or in MathType by Times New Roman type, 12 pt., text and variables by italic type.
Drawings, images, photographs are given twice: in the text and as separate tif, gif or .jpg files. Their width mustn’t exceed 10-15 cm (300 dpi)

References is written according to GOST 7.1-84 and is given in the end of the paper by A/Z. Example (for a book): author’s name, book title, publication place and publishing house, publication date, volume (underline), pages quantity. Reference to unpublished works is inappropriate. 

Each paper is reviewed. If the article was returned for modification, the receipt date is considered to be the one when editorial staff received the final variant. Each paper is reviewed after modification.
These requirements are to shorten the terms of texts processing and publication preparation works .
